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voters passed Proposition 10, adding a 50-cent tax to each pack of
cigarettes. With this funding, First 5 San Joaquin provides financial support for critical
programs such as health, preschool and literacy programs, to ensure programs
effectively meet the needs of families. Working in partnership with San Joaquin
County agencies and organizations, First 5 San Joaquin fosters the active participation
of parents, caregivers, educators and community members in the lives of young
children, prenatal to 5 years old. Since its inception, First 5 San Joaquin has

brought critical services to tens of thousands of parents, caregivers and children

and is striving to reach hundreds more every day.

PRESCHOOL

Families are offered greater access to early education, and existing preschool

programs are strengthened. Studies have confirmed that in the short term, children who
attend effective preschool: are more likely to become good readers, exhibit more positive
behaviors in the classroom, are less likely to be placed in special education or held back a
grade, and perform better on standardized achievement tests in reading and math. In the
long term, children are: more likely to graduate from high school, more likely to be
employed, more likely to earn a higher income, less likely to need public assistance, more likely to lead healthy lives, and
likely to become involved in crime.

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children have participated in a First 5 funded preschool program with an investment of approximately $17million in quality

preschools in San Joaquin County.

HOME VISITATION

Families in high need areas and populations receive support through home visitation services that provide child development

curriculums, health insurance and health (vision, hearing and dental) screenings, literacy services, and developmental
screenings. Since 2005, First 5 San Joaquin has made an average annual investment of $4-5 million in home visitation

programs and served an average of 1,340 children per year. A

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Early literacy is promoted through a variety of research-based programs. Exposure to these early
literacy opportunities provided through multiple First 5 San Joaquin programs increase the likelihood of school success.

Since 2006, First 5 San Joaquin has made an average annual investment of $350,000 in literacy programs serving approxi-
mately 2,400 children annually through the Raising A Reader book-bag exchange program, distributing over 20,000 books

through the Reach Out and Read program, and by bringing the Training Wheels literacy van to several high need areas

throughout the county.
